Comments from Allied Health program chair on APR form

	Some faculty have issues with #4 in the existing APR (rev.10.20.2011) document. The committee believes there are too many variables regarding grade distribution across the disciplines for grades to be reported in this manner. After some discussion Jeanne offered to discuss modifying the form in conjunction with the VP for Academic Affairs. Specifically, the committee would like to see faculty be able to append the data they use and the conclusions they draw based on said data to the end of the form.

	
Protocol
	The committee discussed aligning due dates for APR with accredited programs according to their preference.  Jeanne is to gather information as to whether it would make more sense to complete the APR process before an accreditation visit or after.
John Ribezzo asked about assessment review accepting discipline specific accreditation reports as part of the assessment process. The committee agreed that the current assessment form be used as a starting point, or framework, for the process, but that departments be allowed to interpret the form to best meet their own reporting needs.
